MINUTES OF REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

July 25, 2016
Prior to the start of the meeting the following statement of compliance was read:

Chairman, Robert Burke called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

A motion was made by Rich DeLorenzo to open the public portion of the meeting.  Motion seconded by Wally Nowsielecki.
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Since there was no one from the public, a motion was made by Glen Pettigano to close the public portion of the meeting.  Motion seconded by Sandy Balistrieri.
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A motion was made by Rich DeLorenzo to open the work portion of the meeting.  Motion seconded by   Lori Sproviero.
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Director’s Report

The registration for the Afterschool program has opened.  It will be the same price as last year. The financial analysis of last year’s program is in the packet. 
Community Day was replaced by the Centennial  Weekend  this year.  The final cost was $6,213.  Romano and Donna worked that weekend to keep down labor costs. 

Rec soccer and traveling soccer are open for registration. There are two sessions of Crew Soccer Camp.

The Spray Park required some repair and maintenance this year. A tank had to be replaced at a cost of $5,000 and the floor needed to be repaired.
Summer camp is running smoothly. There are 403 children participating. The largest grades are 1 and 4. Using St. Leo’s is working out great. It allows the younger children more access to the Spray Park, fields, and Snack Bar.

Rich DeLorenzo asked if the Spray Park floor had been recently done. Donna said that it has been six years since the floor was laid. Rich Delorenzo asked if there was a warranty on the floor. He thought that it might be a 10 year warranty. Donna said that she will check. 

Rich DeLorenzo asked about a line item on the Town Budget for the Recreation Trust that was labeled Celebration of Public Events.  Last year the amount budgeted was $20,000 and this year it is $80,000.  Donna said that she had not asked for any increase in her budget and maybe it had something to do with the Centennial Celebrations.  Donna will find out if this is the case and will email everyone tomorrow. She is also going to clarify the Grand Total lines on the Financial Reports distributed in the packets.
Robert Burke asked if the Columbus Day tournament was scheduled, since there had been a change in leadership at the Rec’ing Crew. Donna said that she thought so and that the change of leadership was already in effect last year and the tournament was held.

Rich DeLorenzo asked if there was a waiting list for camp. Donna said no. He also asked if the maximum amount was reached. Donna said that we could probably accommodate some more;  the max would be 440-450 children. 

Director’s Report Approved
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Liaison Report:  Robert Colletti was absent, so there was no Liaison Report.
Old Business:
Cherry Hill: A Grant in the amount of $37,542 has been received.  Mayor and Council have given permission to order the equipment .  The money left over will be spent on lighting and security cameras at the parks, the first park being Cherry Hill. A committee consisting of Donna, Keith, Scott, the PD’s Safety Officer was formed to evaluate  what is needed in terms of lighting and cameras. Cherry Hills is difficult because there is no pole there. PSE&G and Cablevision must be contacted to alleviate this problem. The committee recommended three cameras and two lights.  There will be a monitor at the Police Station and  the information will be stored on a hard drive at the park located in a weather proof cabinet. Rich DeLorenzo asked if we could store the information in the Cloud. Donna said that she would look into it.  The plan is to outfit three parks now( Cherry Hill, Birchwood and Gall) and three parks later. Robert Burke mentioned that there is a missing basket at Elmwood Park. Donna said that she would contact Scott. 
Hockey Rink: It is in the design phase. The first draft is due in August.

Camp: Was discussed in the Directors Report.
ASP Financials: Financials were handed out
New Business:
Loss Prevention Report:

The JIF Inspector  came and visited all the parks with Donna and Scott. The next grant is for Birchwood and then Gall. Glen Pettigano added that Gall may need some attention soon and asked if we could do a park on our own. Donna said that we do have enough in the Trust account. We could also add Gall to the Birchwood Park Grant request. Rich DeLorenzo asked why we couldn’t  collect on Insurance to do  the needed repairs. Donna will ask if this is possible.
Donna mentioned that she had a discussion with Keith about how long the start of the Rec. Board Meeting should be delayed when waiting for members to arrive in order to reach quorum.  Donna suggested that we establish  a set waiting time. Robert Burke suggested that we wait 20 minutes if the member had confirmed their attendance. Glen Pettigano suggested we wait  15 minutes if the member had  not confirmed their attendance. Therefore, if quorum is not reached by 7:50pm, the meeting will be cancelled.

A motion was made by Glen Pettigano to  delay the Rec. Board meeting by  15 minutes if a member   has not confirmed attendance and 20 minutes if attendance has been confirmed . Motion second by Lori Sproviero.
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Office Renovations:
Donna would like to renovate the current office space in order to a add a private office for her.  There are many occasions when she needs privacy, such as dealing with child abuse cases, employment interviews and other such delicate topics. She has spoken to Keith and Robert Colletti about the need  for the office. The office would take some space from one end of the Game Room. There will be a hole cut into the current office to gain entry.  The lighting is already there, but the AC duct will have to be moved, a window needs to be cut in and soundproofing needs to be added.  Donna must get three quotes for the work.
Commissioner Reports:

Lori Sproviero:  Lori asked if the Marina renovations are going forward. Donna and Glen Pettigano said yes. It will start in September.

Glen said that the Passaic Valley Water Commission is planning the work which will include canoe trails and plantings that can withstand flooding.

Wallace Nowosielecki:  He noted that the Afterschool Program’s  balance was put in the trust fund.
Richard DeLorenzo: He asked permission to ask Tom Conboy (in the audience) a question. He was granted permission and asked Mr. Conboy if there was a  5 year warranty for the Spray Park floor. Mr. Conboy said that he thought that there was a 5 to 10 year warranty.

Mr. DeLorenzo asked if we are going to paint the wall next to where the new scoreboard was installed. Donna assured him that it will be painted. 
Mr. DeLorenzo asked if we could put some ping pong tables or pool tables in the game room. Donna said that that would be difficult because the Afterschool program .  Robert Burke commented that this is a Recreation Center and why is everything based on the Afterschool program. Donna added that the game room was never used that much. 

Mr. Delorenzo asked if when considering the new office, were other options other than taking space from the Game Room considered.
Sandy Balistrieri: Summer Softball is over. She has an injury report to hand in. A player broke her finger.    Donna explained that the player’s personal insurance will be utilized first, then the Softball Association’s, and then Elmwood Park’s.

Glen Pettigano:  He asked Richard DeLorenzo  why the Little League did not participate in the Centennial Parade.  Mr. DeLorenzo said that there was a lack of volunteers and a lot of players were not able to participate either. It is a busy time of year. Mr. DeLorenzo added that the Little League is now finished and it went well. He thanked Romano for help with the lights.
There being no further business, a motion was made by Glen Pettigano to close the Recreation Meeting at 8:50pm.  Motion seconded by Rich DeLorenzo.
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
