Borough of Elmwood Park, Bergen County, New Jersey (hereinafter referred to as "OWNER")
invites sealed bids pursuant to the Notice to Bidders.

Sealed bids will be received by the designated representative at the time and place stated in the
Notice to Bidders, and at such time will be publicly opened and read aloud.

Each bidder shall submit a BID BOND OR A CERTIFIED CHECK in the amount of $1000.00. All
deposits of unsuccessful bidders will be returned within five days from bid date.

Successful bidder shall submit a PERFORMANCE BOND before confract can be awarded. Bond
shall be in the amount 0f $1,000.00.

Bids shali be submitted in a sealed envelope: (a) addressed to the OWNER, (b) bearing the name
and address of the bidder written on the face of the envelope, and (c) clearly marked "BID FOR
Bleachers."

Bids will be accepted only on the proposal form furnished by the OWNER. Bids must be
submitted in ink or typewritten only. Specifications must accompany the proposal form.
